Thread at Quilt Yourself 

Those of you that are quilting yourself please 

remember to keep track of the thread color, 

number and how many bobbins you empty 

while quilting. We do not charge by the bobbin 

but it is so much easier to track the inventory in 

the computer than having to do a thread inven-

tory every time we need to reorder. We enter the number of bob-

bins you use then we can run a reorder report to tell us what we 

need to go shopping for. 

Please use the cone with the least thread on it first. The cones 

are 6000 yards, that kind of yardage will go further than you 

think.  

Bobbins less than half full should not be placed back in the cone 

if you leave it by the bobbin box by the bobbin winder we will 

empty them or you are more than welcome  to partake of this 

fun activity yourself. 

When writing down the thread 

number remember it is the bot-

tom number on the right on the 

label. We track only empty bob-

bins not the ones that go back in 

the cone.

These pieces started off as 1ò 

square. And no it was not 

strip pieced because the quilt 

maker wanted it to be truly 

scrappy. We will show you 

the finished product when it 

is done. 

I recently made a quilt where I sewed to-

gether 2.5” strips and then cut them into 

strips again using the AccuQuilt 2.5” strip die.  

Here is how: 

I first used the 2.5” die 

to cut all my yardage / 

fat quarters into strips.  

I then sewed my strips 

together randomly. 

Now I cut the piece 

cross ways into 2.5” 

strips. Lay my fabric on the die with my rows 

going perpendicular to the blades on the die. 

Roll it through the machine and at the end I 

have my strips 

Aprons are all the rage. Check out 

the aprons on the longarm. Quilt 

your own apron with all your favorite 

quilting patterns or new ones you 

want to try.

 Backs  

Remember if we are going to be quilting for 

you your quilt back needs to be 6” wider 

and longer than your quilt top. This gives us 

3” on each side to grip the quilt center it and 

adjust for stretch and shrinkage.  We sug-

gest the same if you are quilting yourself 

also.
