Tharead. at QUAlE Yourself

Those of you that are quilting yourself please remember to keep

track of the thread color, number and how many bobbins you
empty while quilting. We do not charge by the
bobbin but it is so much easier to track the in-
ventory in the computer than having to do a
thread inventory every time we need to reorder.
We enter the number of bobbins you use then
we can run a reorder report to tell us what we
need to go shopping for.

Please use the cone with the least thread on it
first. The cones are 6000 yards, that kind of
yardage will go further than you think.

Bobbins less than half full should not be placed back in the cone
if you leave it by the bobbin box by the bobbin winder we will
empty them or you are more
than welcome to partake of this
fun activity yourself.

‘ ‘ The die will cut 6 triangles at a time and
when you stack up 10 fabrics you can cut 60
at one time. That is 3+ blocks per cut. To

our example fabric A is the white fabric you will need 1% yards. Fabric
B is the pink fabric you will need 3% yards. Fabric C is the orange fabric
you will need 31 yards.
